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Birds of Prey Event

Triple D will be offering an optional Birds of Prey Event, the morning of October
12th. Lynn Vaught of “Wildlife Return” will exhibit 3-5 raptors in natural settings
for participants to photograph. In the past, Wildlife Return has had numerous
resident raptors including Bald Eagle, Golden Eagle, American Kestrel, Red-
Tailed Hawk, Northern Goshawk, Barred Owl, Great Horned Owl, Saw-whet Owl,
Peregrine Falcon, and Western Screech Owl.

Wildlife Return is a rehabilitation center dedicated to the care of injured, ill and
orphaned wildlife. It is not always possible to determine which birds will be
available for exhibition until the time of the photo session. The cost of this
session is $175. A pre-filming meeting is scheduled for October 12th at
8:30 am at the Triple D Office.

Don’t miss the Exciting Horse Roundup Session!!!
Extend your stay and join an exciting optional session with a herd
of running horses with a back drop of autumn colors. This event is
W referred to as the “Horse Roundup”. Arrangements have been
made with several local ranches to utilize their beautiful horse
herds for two photo sessions. You can expect to photograph a
variety of colorful horses running in mountain meadows
accompanied by real western ranch hands dressed authentic
western clothing. The Horse Roundup Sessions are planned for
the afternoon of October 12th and the morning of October 13th .
The cost is $550. A minimum group of 5 participants is required.
These sessions are “extra” events and are not considered part of
the Animals in Autumn Session. An organizational meeting for
photographers participating in the Horse Roundup Session
is scheduled on October 12th at 12:30 pm in the Triple D
