This is always an enjoyable session and offers
an opportunity to leave the Triple “D” with many valuable images. A pre-filming
meeting is scheduled for this session at 9:00AM at the Triple “D” Office.

Don’t miss the Exciting Horse Roundup Session!!!

Extend your stay and join in an exciting optional two-day event with running
horses referred to as Horse Roundup. Arrangements have been made with
several local ranches to utilize their beautiful horse herds for two photo
sessions. Depending on seasonal conditions, you can expect to
photograph a variety of colorful horses running through water,
mountain meadows and wildflowers accompanied by wranglers in
western clothing. End the day with horse and riders positioned on
a ridgeline to offer silhouette photography against the setting sun.

The Horse Roundup event is scheduled for the afternoon of July
13™ and the morning of July 14™. The sessions will be limited to
15 participants. A minimum of 5 participants are required. The
costs is $550 per person. These sessions are “extra” and are not
considered part of the July Special. An organizational meeting
for photographers participating in the Horse Roundup
Event is scheduled on July 13" at 2:30PM at the Triple “D”
Office.
